Dear GNCA Friends,

Welcome to the GNCA Year of the Tiger Chinese New Year Gala 2022. The celebration is
exceptional and joyful — online with programs pre-recorded at Williamson County Performing
Arts Center WCPAC. Despite the COVID-19 epidemic risk and challenge since 2020, GNCA
has not forgotten its mission of serving the Chinese community in Middle Tennessee.

In response to a national wave of anti-Asian hatred and violence, GNCA showed solidarity
collaborating with 80/20 National Asian American Educational Foundation, United Chinese
Americans UCA, Tennessee Chinese American Alliance TCAA, Tennessee Immigrant &
Refugee Rights Coalition TIRRC, Asian Pacific Islander APl Middle Tennessee on projects:
protest, newspaper open letter, and candle vigil night. We demanded an apology from Sen.
Blackburn for her unrespectful, harmful, and divisive tweets on Chinese heritage. We joined
the candle vigil night to mourn the loss of precious Asian lives in the Atlanta shooting. GNCA
openly spoke out and demanded government leaders to devote resources to easing racial
tensions. GNCA proactively worked with Metro Nashville Police Services MNPS to co-host
online and on-site seminars on community safety to our members and businesses community.

GNCA collaborated with the civil rights organization Asian American Advancing Justice AAJC
and UCA to combat racial profiling against Chinese Americans in academia. | facilitated
meetings with the Counsel of Rep. Jim Cooper, 5th District to plea for his support for Prof.
Anming Hu. Prof. Hu was wrongfully charged under the “China Initiative.” GNCA co-signed
the letter to Judge Thomas J Varlan to request the dismissal of the case. On September 9,
2021, Judge Varlan acquitted Professor Hu of all charges.

Our future depends on young generations. GNCA provides opportunities and guidance to
young Chinese Americans via the Youth Volunteer Association YVA - planning, designing, and
executing both Duan-Wu Festival and Mid-Autumn Festival celebration events. | am proud of
their volunteer spirit, passion, and creative enthusiasm, delivering successes to both events.

2021 was a productive year for the GNCA Journal Team. The Team published three issues
in 2021: stories, music, poets, artworks, cooking recipes, gardening tips, parenting skills, and
social issues discussion. There are video clips too, for example, “Interview with Officer Ha 7/9
Transcript by James Han” video. Check out all the marvelous issues on the GNCA website.

Last but not least is that | am honored and grateful to the GNCA Board for their wholehearted
support and guidance, the Executive Team for their devotion and leadership, and all
community volunteers for their passionate support.
